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Adult Education Programs Provide Economic Opportunity 

SOUTH HOLLAND, IL – National Adult Education and Literacy Week, September 
26 – October 1, underscores the continued demand for programs and services for 
adult students who need to improve basic skills in reading, writing, and math and 
obtain a high school equivalency certificate.  More than 36 million adults 
nationwide, including 1.2 million in Illinois, lack basic literacy skills that limit their 
ability to advance in education and at work.  
 
South Suburban College (SSC) is one of more than 84 adult education providers 
offering programs funded through the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) 
that improves and expands the nation’s available pipeline of workers by assisting 
those who lack the educational requirements to achieve  gainful employment in 
today’s increasingly high-tech, global job market.

$10,000 more per year than those without a diploma.  
 
SSC’s adult education programs serve over 600 students every year in the areas of 
Adult Basic Education, Adult Secondary Education, High School Equivalency, 
English as a Second Language, and Adult Literacy. Free Classes are offered at 
several convenient locations throughout the district including South Holland, 
Riverdale, Harvey, and Oak Forest.  
 
“Nearly 90 percent of the fastest growing jobs of the future require education or 
training beyond high school,” said Dr. Karen Hunter Anderson, ICCB Executive 
Director.  “Illinois has taken the lead in creating partnerships between adult 
education providers and employers to ensure a seamless pathway for students to 
higher education and employment in high growth occupations.”
