The use of sophisticated
computer equipment has broadened the nature of the profession. SSC’s program focuses on
the theory behind it all, with an emphasis on judicial reporting.

Court reporting is an interesting, challenging field that can provide a flexible work schedule with
excellent income potential. Annual salaries of court reporters and captioners can reach
upwards of $80,000 and beyond. There is a severe shortage of skilled reporters in the Chicago
area, and courts need court reporters to record trials of all types. Reporters also provide closed
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captioning of live television such as the news and sporting events such as football, baseball, and
basketball games to aid the hearing impaired.
